


PaduCah Parks Service Rules
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* Noble Park opens at 7:00am.

Park curfew for All Parks is 10:00pm, unless noted or in-use by a Parks

sponsored event (Special permit may be obtained for later use).

NO parking on grass.

NO over-sized semi-trucks that are used for stage or vending purposes.

Picnic tables are not to be moved.

User is responsible for securing; electrical permits and hookups, and additional

portable toilets. If necessary, contact Paducah Power and sign up to have a

power pole connection and removal after event. It is also necessary to obtain a

permit from City Hall Inspection Department.

% If a public address system or other amplification of voice and/or music is used,
sound must not extend beyond the perimeter of the facility being utilized. At
no time should amplification disturb other Park patrons. Those using excessive
amplification may be asked to discontinue use of the equipment.

%KY fishing license is required if applicable - KY fishing laws must be obeyed.

Any mechanical games, carnivals, or use of animals, etc. to be used in the park

must be cleared through Parks Services administration office.

All dogs must be leashed when in the park.

NO liquor in park.

NO signs or banners can be hung from, or on towers/front of park entrance.

Anyone wanting to spend the night in Noble Park must have Director’s

approval (and must be connected with an approved event).

NO soliciting allowed on Park grounds

NO winter ice-skating on Noble Park Lake.

All other rules must be followed as posted.

Place all trash in trashcans.

Do not nail signs to trees.
