What: Firefighter For A Day

Who: The Firefighter For A Day is open to anyone 18 or older. Class is limited to no more than 15 students. This allows
everyone to have a chance to do hands on activities. If more students apply than spots available, additional classes may
be scheduled.

A lunch will be served on site and
drinks will be available throughout the day.
