Equipment: Team shirts and shin guards will be provided 

to each child.  Soccer cleats are not required.  Children

Times and Location: All games will be played at Jetton 

Field.  Games will begin on Saturday, May 2nd at 10:00.  

There will be four weeks of games, May 2nd, May 9th, May 

16th, and May 30th.  No games will be played on 

Memorial Day weekend, May 23rd.   

All games will be played at 10:00 AM.  

 

Rainouts/Cancellations: In the case of bad weather, 

Paducah Parks will update the rainout/cancellation 

phone line.  The phone number is 444-8621.  If a rainout 

occurs, games may be played during the week.   

 

Practice Schedule: Practices will be held on the day of 

the games.  There will be a 30 minute practice session, 

and a 30 minute scrimmage session.
